Please submit a brief (100 words or less) summary of your proposed presentation, 
workshop or panel discussion, including the purpose or goal and the objectives or 
expected outcomes.  A synopsis of your summary will be used in the conference 
program. See Appendix A. 
 
Presentation types may be an individual presentation, a group of co-presenters, or a panel 
discussion.  Please be as specific as possible about the program description, objectives, 
strategies and skills to be learned at your presentation. All proposals will undergo a 
competitive selection process, and no more than five proposals will be chosen.  
 
There is no remuneration for presenters, and scheduling is at our discretion.
